modern and dynamic policing unit to serve the local community. A small 
criminal holding area will also be reserved within it”.

The office launch will take the opportunity to connect with the public more 
closely, with some innovative and forward looking changes within customer 
care policies. The term “Police Beat” will be abandoned because of its negative 

connotations to domestic violence. Instead, “Police Round” will be used, as the 
public’s familiarity with, for example, “Milk Round”, will promote a more 

positive alliance to provision of a friendly public service. Similarly, “Police 
Force” and “Law Enforcement” are terms considered too aggressive in modern 

enlightened times, and will be replaced by “Human Rights Monitors” and “Law 
Advisory Service”. The term “criminal” for perpetrators of the law is now 

inappropriate and unacceptable; they are “Socially Challenged, 
Underprivileged, Misguided, Behaviourly-Affected Guests” of the police - or 
SCUMBAGs for short.

You may smile at this little note published in “Children's Letters to God” complied by 

Stuart Hample and Eric Marshall. At a glance it's a small boy's complaint of his wait for 
spring that is slow in coming, we all know what that feels like. But there is more. Children 
have a wonderful yet challenging innocence about them, it appeals to us. Is it because 

there is a remnant of it left in us, something we lose as we grow up? They are 
comfortable with their questions and it doesn't matter how silly the question sounds 

because they fervently seek answers to their uncomplicated lives. To every simple 
question there is a simple truth.

Residents have again spoken to Neighbourhood Watch about the way 

some people are parking in particular areas of the village.

Some vehicles are still parking opposite the yellow zigzags outside 
school, which is causing congestion problems especially for buses. 

As mentioned in last month’s Journal, parking here also causes visual 
obstruction for pedestrians trying to cross the road.

Another problem is that of vehicles parking across the pavement. Our 
roads may be narrow, but they are generally wide enough for two vehicles to pass each 

other. Our pavements, though, are considerably narrower than the roads and some 
parking leaves NO ROOM AT ALL for pedestrians – forcing them to walk in the road. To 

completely obstruct the footpath is an offence  - “wilful obstruction”.  

Let us use common sense – IF parking needs to use the pavement, let us leave enough 
space to allow people to use the pavement. Please remind your visitors of this problem 
too. Pedestrians, especially those with children, and the elderly, should not have to take 

the risk of being hit by a vehicle because they have to walk in the road when the 
pavement is inaccessible.

Vehicles that completely obstruct the footpath can be reported to the police  on 0116 

222 2222. When reporting please give as much detail as possible – 
time, date, place and vehicle details especially registration number.

Feb. 24th It shouldn't happen to a Gardener - Mrs S Fearn

Mrs Fearn gave a very interesting and funny talk on how she created a 

garden at her home in Newton which she moved into in 1996. The garden 
backed on to the airfield and was therefore very windy and so she created a 

mystery garden with lots of hedges and different areas to act as a windbreak.

The garden was on three levels with a natural pond in the middle. Her husband built a 
large bridge over the pond so they could clear out all the rubbish from it and this was 

conveniently dumped on the airfield! As was a large number of cracked willows which 
had spread everywhere. Moorhens and ducks came to the pond and nested and had 
babies.

The moorhens were no trouble but the ducks attacked them and killed the babies so 

she had to get rid of some of the ducks. She found a local farmer who agreed to take 
half of them but a few days later she noticed that they had all returned and had walked 

all the way home over two main roads! She planted lots of shrubs and hedges to 
provide habitat for wildlife and put plantpots under the hedges for birds to nest in. Also 
a birdbox in a hazel tree and robins have nested in it every year since. In the orchard 

area she found owls nesting in a broken old tree and at the end of the garden on 
disputed land she found kestrels. She also inherited an air-raid shelter with hundreds of 

peacock butterflies hanging inside. As she was building the fruit and vegetable garden 
she unfortunately broke her leg and was in plaster from her hip down but she still 
managed to garden from her wheelchair! She had her mobile phone with her and if she 

fell over she would ring her husband who was in the house to rescue her! She also has 
hens who love nothing better than rolling in the compost bags and getting covered with 

earth. Lately she has invested in a quad-bike and trailer instead of a wheelbarrow to 
make life easier getting around her large garden.

She brought some lovely photographs of before and after of her garden and it was 
obvious that she had worked very hard and with much love to create a beautiful 

garden.

What’s this tree?
Lombardy poplar Populus nigra ‘Italica’

Origin: A variety of the Black poplar. Native of 

Italy, introduced into Britain in the mid 18th 
century
Type: deciduous

Height: up to 36m
Bark: greyish brown, coarsely fissured 

Branches: numerous, growing up towards the 
crown
Shape: narrow columnar 

Flowers: typically all Lombardy poplars are 
male with redish catkins in Mar to Apr, females 

are scarce
Leaves: triangular 
Species in Harby: behind the houses on the 

East side of Main Street
Often planted in long lines

Chinese weeping willow Salix babylonica 

Origin: introduced from China

Type: deciduous
Height: up to 20m

Bark: a network of fissures and 
ridges
Twigs: brown

Branches: weeping branches 
often reach the ground

Shape: a broad crown 
Flowers: 20mm long male and 
female catkins appear in May on 

separate trees
Leaves: alternate, dark green, 

slightly glossy on upper surface, 
100-160mm long and 15mm

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Bowel Cancer Screening

April is Bowel Cancer month and our thanks 
go to Dr Rathbone at the Long Clawson 
Medical Practice for writing this article 

explaining the current bowel cancer screening process.

Since 2006 the NHS has been offering bowel cancer screening to people aged 60-69 and it 
is planned to offer screening routinely to people aged 70-74 by 2014. There are around 
34,900 new cases of bowel cancer each year in the UK resulting in 16,100 deaths from the 
disease. It has been estimated that screening could reduce the number of deaths from bowel 
cancer in people aged 60-69 by 16%.

Screening is offered automatically by the NHS Bowel Cancer Screening Programme once you 
reach the eligible age group (60-69) and you will be notified by post. It involves collecting 
small samples of faeces with a special kit that is provided and sending the kit back to the 
screening laboratory. Your GP is not involved in the screening process and will only be 
notified once the result is available.  If you wish you can call 0800 707 60 60 to receive a kit.

As this is a screening test it is not a guaranteed way of finding cancer or of ruling it out. It 
will only tell you if you may benefit from more invasive tests or whether you have a very low 
risk of having cancer.

What are the chances of the test being positive?
Only 2 in 100 people screened will have a positive result.

If the test is positive does that mean I definitely have cancer?
No. Of the people who test positive only 1 in 10 will be found to have cancer. In other words 
if you have a positive screening test result there is a 90% chance that you do not have 
cancer. However, this risk is high enough for you to be offered further tests.

If the test is negative does that mean I definitely do not have cancer?
No, but the chances are very small. A negative result means that you have about a 99.5% 
chance of not having cancer.

I don’t have any bowel symptoms and I feel well. Should I have the screening 
test?
Participation in the screening programme is voluntary and you do not have to have the test 
if you do not want it. However, screening is performed, by definition, in people who feel well 
in order to try to find disease at its early stages when treatment is likely to be simpler and 
more successful.

If I have the test and it is negative am I very unlikely ever to develop bowel cancer?
The screening test will only tell you how you are now. It cannot predict what will happen in 
the future. If you develop any of the following symptoms you should see your GP. Change in 
bowel habit to more frequent and/or loose stool lasting more that a couple of weeks, bleeding 
from the back passage, persistent abdominal pain, unexplained weight loss. None of these 
symptoms necessarily indicates bowel cancer but they generally require investigation.
