Editor's Ramblings

The Proms in the Park was great entertainment, the weather was warm and sunny, and
there was plenty of open-air food - three of my favourite things. So let me tell you
something about food and give you some edjukashun an culcha. In the 1500s, wealthy
people had plates made of pewter. Food with high acid content caused some of the
lead to leach onto the food, and this led to death by lead poisoning. This happened
most often with tomatoes, so for the next 400 years or so, tomatoes were considered
poisonous.

Lead cups were used to drink ale or whisky. The combination would sometimes knock
the imbibers out cold for a couple of days. They could be easily mistaken for being
dead, and could be prepared for burial. But to check whether they were dead or just
unconscious, they were laid out on the kitchen table for a couple of days and the family
would gather around and eat and drink and wait and see if they would wake up. Hence
the custom of holding a wake.

England being old and small, it started running out of places to bury people. So locals
would have to dig up coffins and take the bones to a bone-house, to reuse the grave.
When reopening these coffins, 1 out of 25 coffins were found to have scratch marks on
the inside and it was realized that people had been buried alive.... So, a string would be
tied on the wrist of the corpse, led through the coffin, up through the ground, and tied
to a bell. Someone would have to sit out in the graveyard all night (the graveyard shift)
to listen for the bell; thus, someone could be saved by the bell, or was considered a
dead ringer.

To end with a philosophical note: give a man a fish and he will eat for a day. Teach him
how to fish and he will sit in a boat and drink beer all day.

TREE WARDEN’S NOTES
What's this tree?

As the autumn draws in, the fruits and
seeds of the Flowering crab ‘Golden
Hornet’ (Malus x Zumi) ripen with
autumn colours. This is a great tree for the
smaller garden as it is compact, only
growing up to 3m high. It can be seen in
Harby at Harby Hall Farm, between School
Lane and St Mary’s church. The ‘Golden
Hornet’ bears huge crops of bright yellow
fruits that last well into autumn and winter.
Take a close look, and you will probably see
some bees - they take particular interest in
the nectar and pollen.

Also in Harby Hall Farm you’'ll see a Red horse chestnut (Aesculus x
carnea). This is a hybrid between the horse chestnut and the American red
buck eye, originally native in the Himalayas. The flowers are long dark pink or
red spikes — not to be confused with the larger white flowers of the horse
chestnut. The fruit is smaller than the horse chestnut and does not have
spines, The tree can be frequently seen in England and Wales, widely planted
in parks and formal gardens for its red flowers.

his vision for the frail and elderly. There will be 17 beds reserved at

Melton Community Hospital, specifically to care for elderly patients.

They aim to improve the speed of initial assessment, and to have a

care-of-the-elderly doctor in charge of the ward. As your PPG we do
support these improvements. However, this does not help patients using Hunters Lodge,
as our bed prevents patients from being admitted to hospital in the first place.

The PPG will refer the matter to the Strategic Health Authority for further advice.

Trust - thanks to all of you who wrote in. The decision will be taken in two months time.

BUZZ OFF

On an early morning walk last month over the disused railway and up the
slope of Harby Hill I took these two photographs of a buzzard, the most
common bird of prey in the British Isles. The ground was being heated in
the summer sun which caused the air to rise and give an up-draught which
held the bird hovering on its
outstretched wings, searching the
ground below with its keen eyes for
its breakfast of a field mouse or
young rabbit. The buzzard used to
be a bird only seen in the west of the
UK but in the last ten years it has
become common in the east side of
the country as well. This increase is
because it is now illegal to hunt
these creatures and some strong
pesticides that got into the food
chain and damaged the buzzards
have been withdrawn. Even so
there are only about 85,000 of these
birds in the whole of the United
Kingdom. That is 100 times the
number of people living in Harby.
