Harby Eco Friendly Development stal led
by Council’ s planning poli cies

The former Millway Dairy Crest Cheese Factory site at Colston Lane, Harby has stood 
empty for over 6 years. Harby Estates Ltd are proposing to turn the site into an 
innovative, mixed use Eco Development and this week they submitted their outline 
planning proposals to Melton Borough Council.

In 2004, Harby Estates acquired the Colston Lane cheese factory site. The factory was 
closed in 2000 by Dairy Crest and has since remained empty. Despite widespread sales 
and marketing, no suitable party has come forward to use the land. As such, the site 
has continued to deteriorate and attract vandals.

In an attempt to make use of  the site, Harby Estates Ltd have proposed an Eco-
Friendly development comprising of affordable housing, work units, l ive-work units, 
apartments and uniquely designed individual houses.

In 2005, Harby Estates presented their proposals to the vil lagers for a zero carbon 
emission, mixed use, sustainable development, on the former Dairy Crest Cheese 
Factory site at Colston Lane, Harby. The initiative embraces current Government 
thinking on the development of sustainable communities, particularly with regard to 
the redevelopment of  brownfield sites such as the former cheese factory.

However, despite the general level of support from the vil lage, Harby Estates have 
been frustrated by the Council ’s reaction to the eco-f riendly scheme.

Nigel Griffiths of  Harby Estates Limited explained, “ We have been frustrated by the 
apparent inf lexibil ity of  Melton Borough Council ’s planning policies which seem to be 
leading the Council ’s of ficers to feel that they have no choice but to recommend 
refusal of  permission for this development.”

“We have been surprised to find that the Melton Local Plan has no coherent policy 
regarding the redevelopment of brown field sites l ike this, particularly as national 
planning policies have long aimed at making sure that at least 60% of all new 
residential development takes place on brown field land” .

Mr Griff iths believes that there are other considerations that must be taken into 
account.

“The policies in the Local Plan do not really cover circumstances such as this, where 
an industrial development built years ago is likely to cause problems whether it is 
brought back in to use or left derelict for years before a viable redevelopment can be 
carried out.”

“It seems incredible in this day and age that the Council ’s policy is to encourage 
general industrial use on this site, bearing in mind its location and the fact that, as with 
the Long Clawson cheese factory site, once a company is established, it would be very 
hard for the planners to turn down a planning application to extend the premises. Thus, 
the existing building which is approaching 100,000 sq ft could conceivably be even 
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larger in the future, generating larger numbers of  heavy goods vehicle movements 
round the clock with associated noise, smell, l ight pollution etc.”

“One of the problems has been that the premises have been empty for over 5 years and 
people quickly get used to that state of af fairs, but the sort of enquiries we have 
received to date have been from low grade users such as meat recovery, bio fuel 
manufacture, ferti l iser storage, bus storage, waste chocolate recovery and a scrap 
yard” .

“We f ind it very hard to believe that Melton Borough Council are not encouraging our 
green proposals, particularly bearing in mind that current thinking among the general 
public and politicians is that zero carbon emission developments should take place on 
brown field sites such as this”.

“As a company, we would not wish to develop where we were not welcome, but in 
this particular case, we know that we have a considerable amount of  local support, 
which makes the current position even more f rustrating”.

“Clearly, this planning application has raised issues which af fect the vil lage and a 
debate now needs to take place because there certainly appears to be an argument that 
Melton Borough Council seems out of touch with current thinking and this may not be 
in the best interests of Harby”.

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Rur al bus services - RIP
Dear Editor,

Following letters in the May and June editions regarding withdrawal of the 22 
service, I have a few additional points to make.

Firstly, I was writing not only as a bus user but also as the Parish Council Transport 
representative.

During April, in conversation with the LCC Group Transport Manager, I  tried to 
organise a l imited service via Granby, Harby and Langar, to no ef fect, when it 
became apparent that the LCC were unaware that some residents used the Doctors 
surgery at Cropwell Bishop, and something needed to be done urgently to maintain 
this l ink.

Rural bus services will always be an economic issue simply due to the lack of  
population, however it would appear that once again Council finances are more 
important than rural needs. Does this mean our Melton 24, 25 and 26 services are 
now under threat?

Finally I  was dismayed by Byron’s phrase condemning “polluting buses” . It appears 
County Hall is not that committed to public transport and the car sti l l  rules.

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Harby Vil lage Consultation
On 24th May at the Village Hall we had a Harby Service Co-ordination event 
facilitated by the Leicestershire Rural Partnership. The aim was to bring together 
service providers from in and around the area to network together with each other 
and representatives from the local community to try and achieve improved and 
better co-ordinated service provision. In  particular we wanted to put forward the 
draft Action Plan from our community consultation, to see whether our proposals were 
realistic, to clarify how they might be taken forward and to identify who will be involved.  

There were about 15 service provider representatives including different interests from 
the County Council, Police, and Melton Borough Council etc, and 15 people from the 
Community Consultation Group and other local interests like the Parish Council, the 
School, the Village Hall Committee, Neighbourhood Watch etc. After an introduction, we 
split into 4 groups to go into more detail on specific issues and proposals relating to: 
Traffic and Transport; Environment including Access; Crime and Community Safety; 
Services including Housing. 

There was much productive discussion resulting in an Action Plan agreed with key 
Service Providers on what issues can be addressed locally in the future. A report on the
